
The Polocrosse Horse 
Type 

Polocrosse horses come in all sorts of shapes, sizes and breeds. There is no right or wrong type of 
horse. It is however recommended they be over 11h. Stallions not allowed to be played or umpired 
on. 

Safety  

Polocrosse has a duty of care to members. If the umpire/coach deems your horse unsafe to yourself 
or others, alternate horse arrangements will need to be made. If in the unlikely event this occurs 
local club members will assist you in any way. 

Suitability 

Most horses can play polocrosse. If you are concerned that your horse won’t like it, Blue Bandage is 
the perfect way to introduce your horse. If your horse is having trouble taking the racquet or being 
around other horses our accredited coaches who will be working with you can give you some 
pointers that you can try on the day and practice at home.
